We have approximately 500 pretrial detainees. The mental health department
conducts intake screenings on every inmate that remains in custody for longer
than 14 days. This department also conducts suicide risk assessments. The
mental health department works with the medical department in conducting
medication evaluations. There are also ongoing psychoeducational groups in
anger management, substance abuse prevention, and stress
reduction/relaxation.
